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Abstract ; During May 2004 to June 2010, eight individuals of Lycodon futsingensis ( Pope,1928) were observed
from four sites; Wutongshan in Shenzhen, Nanling National Forest Park, Chebaling National Reserve and
Tianjingshan Forestry Centre. Five specimens were collected, and preserved in Guangdong Entomological

Institute. It is a new snake record for Guangdong Province.
